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On July 12, 2017, the State Comptroller published a report regarding the Ministry of 
Communications' actions to regulate the landline communication segment. It includes 
three reports on the following topics: 
 
- Implementation of the "wholesale market" reform. 
 
- Investment in infrastructures in the landline communication sector and structural 
aspects, including reference to the Ministry of Communications’ actions in connection 
with the cancellation of the structural/corporate separation in the Company. 
 
- The Prime Minister’s conflicts of interest in his capacity as Minister of Communications. 
 
By nature, the State Comptroller's report deals with critique of government ministries 
(primarily with respect to issues pertaining to the Company) and its findings are directed 
at those entities. 
 
The Company is unable to evaluate the impact of the aforementioned report on it, if at 
all.
